	· Report of the PIC Nominating Committee

Dave Hill, Chair of the PIC Nominating Committee reported that two very qualified nominations were received for the open seat on the Joint Recommendations Committee.  The Committee recommended that the PIC forward the name of Margaret Harto, Mayor of Covington to the Board for appointment.  

That PIC recommends to the SCA Board of Directors that Margaret Harto, Mayor of Covington be appointed to Joint Recommendations Committee for CDBG. 



	
	· Presentations/Updates

1. Animal Services Update


Carrie Cihak, Strategic Initiatives Director from the Office of King County Executive, Dow Constantine, presented a briefing on animal services.  The County budget process eliminated funding for animal services.  Deadlines set at that time were based on a false belief that private entities or organizations would pick up the services.  The deadlines for sheltering have been extended and the discussions continue.  The County believes a regional model would be cost effective and offer better public health and safety as well as animal welfare outcomes. 

Cities are looking at sub-regional solutions as was the case with the jail issue.  It was mentioned by some cities that the policy of life long sheltering is not popular and is the basis for much of the high cost.  Cities are in financial distress and it is important that the Council not just pass on the costs.
The conversations will continue with the deadlines extended to June 30.  A meeting of city staff on January 13 laid out a framework of interests and how the County and cities could move forward.  Also identified was the amount of work yet to do.  Carrie said the Executive is committed to making this work for everyone.  
2. King Conservation District Update (KCD)
Dave Hill, SCA KCD Caucus chair said that Jeffrey Possinger has resigned as Executive Director and Sara Hemphill is the Interim Director.  He explained the unusual conservation district election system as it was originally developed with consideration for farmers.  Elections are in-person only and at locations arranged by the King Conservation District.  Any change to that election system requires State Legislation.  The next election will be March 16 and Dave will have more information at the February PIC meeting.  He said the elections are important as KCD has a $6 million budget and the last supervisor to be elected had a total of less than 1200 votes cast for him.  
Karen explained that in the new King County/KCD interlocal agreement all mention of SCA appointing authority has been removed.  KCD is working on new bylaws and when those are in place, the SCA Board will decide if there is opportunity for a continued relationship with KCD.   
3. South Central Area Action Caucus Group (SCAACG)
Joan McGilton reported on the SCAAC.  The South Central Area includes four watersheds, 66 cities, two counties and over 2.5 million people.  The Caucus Group is unique to the South Central Area because of this demographic.  There are 113 action items on the Puget Sound Partnership Recovery Priorities and Strategies Matrix and the SCAAC will work to promote focus on this area.  Joan shared the work plan for November 2009 through December 2010.
In answer to the question of how cities could provide input to this process, PIC Chair Linda Kochmar asked for volunteers for a work group to work with Joan McGilton and Bob Hensel, the appointed representatives to SCAACG.  Shawn McEvoy, Chris Eggen and Layne Barnes volunteered.  They will report back at the April 14 PIC meeting.

	· Review and Approve the 2010 PIC Work Plan

Karen discussed the process for developing the annual PIC Work Plan.  Appointments to regional boards and committees are made late in the year.  On the first Wednesday in January all appointees meet for the All Caucus Orientation.  After hearing reports from County, PSRC and other committee staff on the issues anticipated for the coming year.  The individual caucus’ identify four priority issues that result in a work plan for presentation to PIC at its first meeting of the year.  The document (Attachment 3 to these minutes) is designed to be a guideline and include flexibility as other issues emerge or the immediacy changes.

To adopt the 2010 PIC Work Plan.

Karen informed the PIC that she has hired Jean Garber to do research and backup support for SCA issues regarding the Regional Transit Stakeholder Task Force.  This task force has the potential to take precedent over the normal business/issues of the RTC.  Executive Constantine is to submit his proposed plan and task force recommendations to the Council this month.  Karen recommended that members view the Physical Environments committee meeting available on the County web site.  http://king.granicus.com/MediaPlayer.php?view_id=4&clip_id=2159.  
Sonny complimented the staff, especially Peggy Papsdorf, on the production of the 2010 Work Plan.  



	
	· Reports
1. Small Cities Sub Committee Report
Barre Seibert is the 2010 Chair of the Small Cities Sub Committee.  He reported that the meeting this evening was to gather topics and potential speakers for the upcoming meetings.  
Barre explained that the Small Cities group does not discriminate…everyone is welcome to attend if the topic is of interest.  He thanked Dave Hill, the 2009 Chair, for his help.

2. Executive Director’s Report 
Karen informed the PIC that the Department of Commerce, without notice, terminated the Buildable Lands grant contract which supports Michael Hubner.  She explained that the SCA budget always assumes the possibility that the contract will not be renewed and the position is safe.  The letter of termination sites budgetary reasons, although the Governor’s budget did not cut Buildable Lands.  Karen is sending a letter of protest to the Department of Commerce.  Members requested copies of the letter so they could also follow up.  
Karen called attention to the schedule of PIC meetings for 2010.  After review, the schedule was accepted by consensus.

3. Layne Barnes asked that everyone watch the donut-hole issue as there is a February deadline and they are expecting action from the Executive.  

4. Bob Sternoff said there was $1-2 million in annexation funds that have not been made available.  Other cities have experienced the same problem.  

5. Karen asked for suggestions for speakers for the 2010 networking dinners.  The Education Committee appreciates all ideas.

6. January 20, 2010 is the networking dinner featuring King County Executive Dow Constantine as speaker.  This dinner is free to newly electeds.  Prior to the dinner is a special Jurassic Parliament session also for new electeds.  This dinner may sell out.  Deadline in Friday, January 15 and the cost to late registrants will be $50.  If we reach seating capacity, SCA may have to turn those not preregistered away.

SCA Public Issues Committee Operating Policies

Approved by the Public Issues Committee January 19, 2005, February 21, 2007, January 14, 2009

A. Role and Responsibilities of SCA Public Issues Committee 
1. Standing or Temporary Committees, General.  The Board, by resolution duly adopted by a majority of the directors present at a meeting at which a quorum is present, may designate and appoint one or more standing or temporary committees.  Such committees shall have and exercise the authority of the directors in the management of the corporation, subject to such limitations as may be prescribed by the Board; except, that no committee shall have the authority to:  (a) amend, alter or repeal these Bylaws; (b) elect, appoint or remove any member of any other committee or any director or officer of the corporation; (c) amend the Articles of Incorporation; (d) adopt a plan of merger or consolidation with another corporation; (e) authorize a sale, lease or exchange of all or substantially all of the property and assets of the corporation not within the ordinary course of business; (f) authorize the voluntary dissolution of the corporation or revoke proceedings therefore; (g) adopt a plan for the distribution of the assets of the corporation; and (h) amend, alter or repeal any resolution of the Board or membership that by its terms provides that it shall not be amended, altered or repealed by a committee.  The designation or appointment of any such committee and delegation thereto of authorities shall not operate to relieve the Board or any individual director of any responsibility imposed upon it, him or her by law.  Only members in good standing may be represented on any committee of the Board.

2. Public Issues Committee.  There shall be a Public Issues Committee which shall review and evaluate policy positions and recommend to the Board what, if any, action should be taken on such policy positions.

3. Regional Committee Appointments shall be recommended to the Board by December 1st each year. Additional recommendations may be made through June of each year. A nominating committee of the Public Issues Committee consisting of one representative of each SCA Regional Caucus shall be appointed by the Chair of the Public Issues Committee in October to recommend appointments to the committee. Members shall serve for a period of one year.

Appointees to major regional committees shall be selected from among elected officials otherwise qualified to serve in such positions, in accordance with the terms of the enabling documents creating such boards and committees.  Appointees shall represent the positions of all the suburban cities.  Equitable geographic distribution shall be considered in recommending appointments to the Board of Directors.

Suburban cities within King County who are not members of the Association may make recommendations to the nominating committee and be appointed to regional committees.

B. Manner of Acting
1. Membership shall consist of one representative and one alternate from each member city.  Each representative or alternate must hold an elective office in the city or town they represent.

2. Resignation.  Any member of any committee may resign at any time by delivering written notice to the President or the chairperson of such committee, or by giving oral or written notice at any meeting of such committee.  Any such resignation will take effect at the time specified therein, or if a time is not specified, upon delivery thereof and, unless otherwise specified therein, the acceptance of such resignation shall not be necessary to make it effective.
3. Vacancies on the committee are to be filled immediately by the member city responsible for the vacancy. 

4. Committee Leadership shall be a Chair and Vice-chair elected by the committee.  The nominating committee of the PIC shall solicit names for the Chair and Vice-chair of the PIC and make a recommendation to the PIC by December 15th of each year.  The Chair may serve a one year term with a two term maximum. The Chair shall establish the agenda in advance of each meeting in conjunction with the Executive Director.  The Chair shall appoint subcommittees as needed.

5. Regular Meetings shall be held monthly

6. Quorum.  Fifty-one percent of the members of the committee, represented in person, shall constitute a quorum at a meeting of the committee.  If less than a quorum of the members is represented at a meeting, a majority of the members so represented may adjourn the meeting.  The vote of two thirds (2/3) represented in person at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be necessary for the advancement of a public policy position to the Board. 

7. Special Meetings may be called by the Chair of the committee or at the request of the Board in an emergency situation.  Single issue emergency meetings may be held by conference call. 

8. Agenda Development. 

· Issues shall be sent to the SCA Executive Director by any committee member to be placed on the agenda.  Items for the agenda must be in the SCA office 10 days prior to the meeting based on the required format:

a. Identify issue

b. Identify the sponsor

c. State what staff the sponsor can dedicate to the issue

d. Why is this issue important to suburban cities

e. Identify other entities that may partner with SCA on the issue

· Outside issues from other organizations must be brought forward by a PIC member acting in a sponsorship capacity and who would bring the outside entity for a presentation to the PIC.
9. Process for Hearing an Issue.

· Issues will be heard at one regularly scheduled meeting for discussion and may return no sooner than the next regularly scheduled meeting for action.  Resources for the development of the issue will be provided by the interested cities.  If not immediately addressing a policy issue renders SCA unable to take a position on a timely basis, 85% of those present at a regularly scheduled meeting may declare an issue an emergency and the issue may be discussed and voted upon at the same meeting.
· Sub-committees, appointed by the Chair will be made up of cities declaring an interest in the issue


10. Agenda Structure

· Order of Business

a. First on the agenda will be the action items (having been discussed at the prior meeting)

b. Second on the agenda will be discussion items (new items being brought forward)

c. Third, Regional Committee Reports will be called for.  A time limit of 3 minutes per report will be encouraged.

d. Fourth, Other Business

C. General 

· Communications shall be funneled electronically through the SCA office, including submissions to agendas, back-up materials, meeting notices

· Meetings will be evening meetings  unless otherwise noted

· There will be no proxy voting
