1. South Central Action Area Caucus Group (SCAACG)
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA appoint Craig Goodwin, Black Diamond Councilmember, to the member seat on the South Central Action Area Caucus Group.
Motion passed unanimously.
2. Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC) Growth Management Policy Board (GMPB) 
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA appoint Layne Barnes, Maple Valley Councilmember, to the unexpired member seat and Bernie Talmas, Woodinville Councilmember, to the alternate seat on the PSRC Growth Management Policy Board.
Motion passed unanimously.

3. Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC) Transportation Policy Board (TPB) 
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA appoint Chris Eggen, Shoreline Councilmember, from his current alternate seat to member seat and Dave Hill, Algona Mayor, and Amy Walen, Kirkland Councilmember, to the two alternate seats on the PSRC Transportation Policy Board. 
Motion passed unanimously.

4. South Central Action Area Caucus Group (SCAACG) – Guiding Principles 
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA adopt the following guidelines to be used in reviewing the Action Area Briefs: 
· The SCAAC may encourage or recommend local government to make certain regulatory or policy additions, revisions, and updates to support Puget Sound recovery efforts; however, the SCAAC should not put into place plans or policies that require local governments to adopt more stringent regulations/plans/policies than currently exist.


· The SCAAC may collect existing information/data/studies from local governments. Governments will make available existing information/data/studies in a timely manner, as resources are available. 


· The SCAAC may encourage local governments to prioritize actions consistent with the Action Agenda and SCAAC priorities. Local governments should consider such prioritization requests if they are consistent with local policies, regulations, and work plans. 


· The SCAAC may encourage local governments to work collaboratively with other organizations on achieving Action Area goals. 


· The SCAAC may lead a communication effort among members in an effort to meet Action Agenda priorities in a more consistent manner. Local governments should consider participation, as resources are available. 
Motion passed with 21 yes votes and 1 no vote.

	· Presentations/Updates

1. Proposed Revision to PIC Operating Policies


Hank Margeson proposed a revision to the PIC Operating Policies to prohibit lobbying during the meeting of the PIC. Information from outside entities may be brought by members of the PIC as a presentation to the PIC.
To move forward for possible action as early as the next meeting of the PIC the recommendation to amend the PIC Operating Policies with the following language as paragraph 11 in section B:
11. Lobbying Activities
· Individuals who are not members or staff of SCA may submit written materials regarding an agenda item to SCA for distribution at the PIC but are prohibited from lobbying the PIC or its members during debate of an issue. Materials are subject to SCA’s guidelines for background papers.

Motion passed unanimously.

To move forward for possible action as early as the next meeting of the PIC the recommendation to amend the second bullet of paragraph 8 in section B of the SCA Public Issues Committee Operating Policies:
· Issues from other organizations must be brought forward by a PIC member acting in a sponsorship capacity and who would bring the outside entity for a presentation to the PIC.
Motion passed unanimously.
2. Metro Comprehensive and Strategic Plan (RTC)
Bob Sternoff provided an update on the work of the Regional Transit Committee (RTC). The RTC has recommended the Metro Strategic Plan to the Metropolitan King County Council (MKCC) as revised. The RTC is moving forward on its work plan. The $20 Congestion Reduction Charge (motor vehicle fee) is currently on the table for the MKCC to take action. Sonny Putter thanked members of the RTC for representing the interests of the suburban cities.
3. 10 Year Plan to End Homelessness – Mid Plan Review (CEH)
Greg Taylor reported on the Mid Plan Review of the 10 Year Plan to End Homelessness. The Mid Plan Review indicated that the Committee to End Homelessness (CEH) has accomplished some significant goals. CEH identified three groups of issues that need to be addressed to increase the committee’s effectiveness: overarching priorities, federal opportunities, and local system changes. Homelessness is a regional issue that affects all suburban cities. There was a discussion specifically about veterans’ homelessness. Veterans that come home from serving in a war may find it difficult to return to civilian life. Some may become homeless and there is a need to provide services for these individuals. Specific issues that were discussed were working to ensure VA cards were issued to all service members upon separation and how to plan for a potential large increase in the number of veterans that will need social services as more service members return home. Greg encouraged member cities to invite Bill Block, CEH Project Director, to their city council meetings to provide more information. Contact Bill Block to schedule a council presentation bill.block@kingcounty.gov or 206-263-9001.
4. FY2011 State Homeland Security Program Funding (EMAC)
Gail Harris reported on the work of the Emergency Management Advisory Committee (EMAC). She provided the King County Regional Emergency Management Committee’s 2011 Organizational Chart as a handout at the meeting. There has been a significant decrease in State Homeland Security Program funding, 50%, from $4 million to $2 million, resulting in reductions in staff positions, salaries, training programs, equipment funding, and other programs. Many educational programs and trainings have been reduced or eliminated and those remaining may not be available in 2012 due to the potential of additional cuts to program funding. See Attachment 2 to these minutes.

Gail also shared a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for Coordinated Policy and Decision Making During an Emergency, as a handout. The MOU has been developed by four suburban cities as well as King County to provide a framework for two or more parties to coordinate policy decision making in the event that they are affected by an emergency. See Attachment 3 to these minutes.
Gail reported on the status of the legislation on EMAC alternate appointments. After several years of effort to amend legislation to acknowledge appointments of alternate seats on the EMAC, the MKCC will hear the amendment on Tuesday, July 19, 2011.
5. Update on Transportation 2040 Prioritization Working Group (TPB)
Don Gerend gave an update on the work of the Transportation 2040 Prioritization Working Group (T2040 PWG), a subcommittee of the PSRC Transportation Policy Board (TPB). The T2040 PWG is working on creating a prioritization process that would apply to transportation projects and programs within the plan, including those projects seeking admittance into the plan, and would prioritize in a manner that reinforces and implements Vision 2040. This has been a challenging task and the T2040 PWG will continue to work through beta testing and project weighting exercises. More information will come at the September and October meetings of the PIC.
6. Update on Rural Schools – Sewer/CPP Updates (GMPC)
Bob Sternoff provided an update on the June 29, 2011 meeting of the Growth Management Planning Council (GMPC). A significant issue at the GMPC meeting was the issue of potentially extending sewer service to schools in the rural area. The issue was tabled at the GMPC to the September 21, 2011 GMPC meeting after a lot of discussion and the introduction of various legal cases that might have bearing on the matter. There is a staff working group meeting to work on the issue. Sonny asked that members bring forward any amendments to the existing SCA position by mid-August so that the SCA-GMPC caucus has time to review and provide recommendation to the PIC.

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EMAC - FY2011 State Homeland Security Program Funding - PIC Presentation – July 13, 2011

Overview of EMAC

EMAC’s role is to advise, assist, review and comment on emergency management and homeland security issues, regional planning and policies. EMAC also approves the homeland security allocations and work product. 

Overview of Grant EMAC/Region 6 Homeland Security Manages
State Homeland Security Program (SHSP) and Citizen Corp 
Citizen Corp funding – separate funding source and they have not yet been released what, if any, King County will receive. Most we can expect would be $6,000.00 

The SHSP funds are for planning, organization, equipment, training, and exercise needs at the state and local levels to prevent, protect against, respond to, and recover from acts of terrorism and other catastrophic events. 

In FFY11 we received a 50% reduction for SHSP. We are hearing that for FFY12, we may experience another reduction, possibly up to 50% for SHSP.

What this means is that we need to think strategically for the region and continue to work towards our priorities with or without funding. 

In 2010, our region received over $4.5 million in SHSP funds and made our 2011 plan based on those numbers; as we have done for prior years. However in 2011, those funds were reduced to $2 million. There are limitations on the use of the grants for personnel (50%) and a minimum requirement of 25% of the grant funds for law enforcement. 
Services or capacity reduced or eliminated:

· Staffing in KC OEM, KC Public Health, 2 Regional Coordinator positions supporting regional planning & the Seattle Metro Incident Management Team, and the Zone Coordinators have either been eliminated, reduced to part time or wages cut.

· Medical Surge capabilities – dramatically reduced

· Patient Tracking system – eliminated

· Mass Care Vulnerable Populations Case Management project – eliminated

· Fire/EMS/Police Training – cut by 50%

· Public Education – dramatically cut from $600,00 0 to $189,000. (Impacts County wide Campaigns of 3Ways3Ways and Take Winter by Storm, (Buses, bill boards, radio and TV time, printing of materials), all materials being translated into various languages, all new Pub. Ed efforts will be eliminated. 

· All Citizen Corp Programming Support that came from SHSP (CERT, Neighborhood Watch, Medical and Fire Corps, VIPS – paid for equipment and training) - eliminated

· Critical Infrastructure exercise for public/private partners - eliminated
· Command and Control Training - eliminated
· Law Enforcement training Response drills and exercises (MACTAC/ICS/CBRNE/ICS terrorist events) – eliminated

· Patient tracking and reunification - eliminated
· Alternate care facility equipment - eliminated
· Fire equipment for regional distribution – PPE – reduced dramatically
· Law Enforcement Personal Protective Equipment for regional distribution – reduced dramatically
· Haz Mat training - reduced
· Fusion Center support – mandated by grant requirements
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What do these grant reductions in FY 2011 and the future mean for cities?  

For those of you who are aware of the funding that has come into this region through the Urban Area Securities Initiative.  

1. The UASI grants were reduced by 30% and there is a great likelihood of further substantial reductions in the future as the Seattle Metro area is not in the Top Tier for Urban Areas, but in Tier II.  Seattle was dropped from 15 to 16 in the listing.  They could decide to just fund the top 10 or top 15. 
2. In 2011, the 11 highest risk urban areas, designated Tier I urban areas, are eligible for $540 million+. The remaining 20 Urban Areas, designated Tier II urban areas, are eligible for $121 million.
3. It is likely that grant funding from these programs will continue to decrease in the future.

Public Health Programs, decrease from $472,500 to $300,000, 36% cut

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Memorandum of Understanding
for 
Coordinated Policy and Decision Making
During an Emergency
This non-binding Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is between the signatory political subdivision, or signatory Indian tribe, with territory in geographic King County (hereinafter referred to as "Party") and all other signatory Parties.

Background

The political subdivisions, and Indian tribes, with territory in geographic King County are vulnerable to numerous hazards, including earthquakes, flooding, pandemics, and terrorism.  An emergency caused by a hazard could occur at any time with little or no warning; cause numerous casualties, fatalities, displaced persons, property loss, damage to the environment, and disruption of essential public services; and require prolonged incident management operations and support activities.  

Purpose and Scope
This MOU provides a framework for two or more Parties to coordinate policy decision making in the event they are affected by an emergency.  

Each Party is authorized to perform emergency management functions and is responsible for emergency response and recovery within its jurisdiction.  Each Party anticipates that, in the event it is affected by an emergency, it will consider a variety of policy decisions related to implementation of emergency management measures and participation in a regional approach to incident management with one or more other Parties.  Each Party intends to make and implement policy decisions in a coordinated manner with other affected Parties during emergency response and recovery activities.    

Protocol for First Conference Call
Any Party may initiate a conference call with one or more other Parties upon determining that emergency management measures may need to be implemented or that a regional approach to incident management may need to be considered.  A Party may initiate a conference call by requesting the King County Duty Officer to schedule the call and notify other Parties.  The initiating Party will identify the other Parties to be notified of the call.  Additionally, the initiating Party may identify non-Party entities to be notified of the call.

The Party that initiated the conference call will facilitate the discussion.  The Parties anticipate that in the initial conference call they may discuss:

· Current information about the situation;

· Emergency management measures under immediate consideration and regional considerations regarding implementation of emergency management measures;

· Review of authorities and/or support outlined in the Regional Disaster Plan (RDP) and/or Omnibus Legal and Financial Agreement;

· Establishment of a Joint Information Center/Joint Information System;

· Schedule for a subsequent conference call or meeting at a specified location and notification to other Parties and non-Party entities which are not on the call.

Ongoing Coordination

The initial conference call described in this MOU is intended to be the first step in ongoing coordination. The structure for ongoing coordination will depend on the incident.

Other Provisions

This MOU is not binding and imposes no enforceable obligations upon the Parties, nor is it intended to restrict the authority of any Party to act independently.  If a situation arises where Parties cannot reach a decision by consensus, any Party may make its own decision within its jurisdiction. 

This MOU may be modified by written agreement of the Parties.

This MOU is effective upon signature by any two Parties.  After the first two signatures, the MOU is effective as to any other Party upon that Party’s signature.  The MOU may be signed in counterparts and deemed one integrated MOU.   

This MOU shall remain in effect until XXXX XX, 2012, and shall be automatically renewed on XXXXX of each successive year.  Any Party may terminate its participation in this agreement upon sixty (60) days written notice to the other Parties.
