	· Potential Action Items

1. Transportation 2040 (TPB) 

Don Gerend presented a brief history leading up to the motion.  Amendments were proposed, discussed and adopted. 
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA support the Draft Transportation 2040 plan with the following recommendations:

· SCA recommends that adaptive management be incorporated into the plan in its entirety including as adaptive management relates to climate change.

· SCA recommends a detailed process for moving the Unprogrammed investments and policies to the Constrained portion of the plan.

· SCA recommends there should be a methodology which encourages incorporating new concepts and technology into the plan.

· SCA recommends that because of the $65 Billion funding gap (between current law revenue and the constrained plan), all funding options should be given serious consideration 
· SCA recommends that any plan must be a hybrid that supports transit options and highway and arterial capacity improvement to serve urban fringe communities.
2. Reclaimed Water Evaluation Criteria (RWQC) 

Bill Peloza gave a brief history of the criteria.  The issue was first introduced at the February 10 PIC meeting.
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA support the following criteria for the reclaimed water planning process:

Regional wastewater system planning. The purpose of this criterion is to evaluate how serving potential uses for reclaimed water fits into future improvements and operations of the regional wastewater system. This criterion will gauge the following:

· Ability to maintain the efficient and safe operations of the regional wastewater system.

· Ability to cost-effectively incorporate a reclaimed water strategy into future King County regional wastewater treatment and/or conveyance improvements.

· Ability to meet regulatory requirements, including those reasonably anticipated.

· Ability to obtain funding from benefited parties.

Creating, resources from wastewater. The purpose of this criterion is to evaluate how serving potential uses for reclaimed water meets WTD's vision of creating resources from wastewater. This criterion will gauge the following:

· The volume of treated effluent that can be beneficially reused as reclaimed water.

· The sustainability of uses of reclaimed water with a cost benefits analysis.

· Institutional barriers, such as existing laws, policies, or agreements that may constrain ability to serve uses.

· The extent to which surface water or wetlands or groundwater conditions and habitat could be improved by the use of reclaimed water, such as improved low- flow conditions in streams, lower stream temperatures, or other enhancements.

Protecting water quality in Puget Sound. The purpose of this criterion is to evaluate how serving potential uses for reclaimed water reduces reliance on Puget Sound for the discharge of effluent.  This criterion will gauge the following:

· The extent to which pollutants from the county's regional wastewater System are reduced through production and use of reclaimed water.

· The extent to which a higher level of treatment reduces pollutant headings in Puget Sound.

3. County-wide Planning Policies, Re: Transit Services (GMPC)
Bob Sternoff gave a brief history the language which would amend the CPPs to strengthen policy language linking transit service to land use and growth plans.  First heard at the February 10 PIC meeting, the GMPC caucus suggested some clarifying language to the preamble which amended the original motion.  During discussion it became clear that while the intent is understood, the language may be detrimental to the suburban cities.
To table the following motion to the April PIC meeting to allow time for the GMPC caucus to revise the language in the bullets to support the needs of the suburban cities:  

To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA support revisions to Countywide Planning Policies FW-18, FW-19 and T-14, which are intended to accomplish the following:

· Address more directly the link between transit and land use

· Make a clear statement that transit will be provided based on measures of land use and growth that creates demand for transit

· Establish as a first priority, providing service to areas where existing land uses, including areas throughout the county where growth has occurred, create demand for transit

· Establish as a second priority, providing service to areas where plans call for future growth in housing and jobs

· Recognize density as a factor in determining where transit is needed

· Recognize, as an overarching priority, meeting the needs of transit-dependent populations

	· Presentations/Updates

1. Expansion of LIFT Pilot program for our downtowns (EDDBd)
Sue Singer reported that ESSSB 6609 passed that morning and is now on the Governor’s desk for signature.
2. Federal Project Selection Criteria (TPB)
Don Gerend reported that there may be more federal stimulus money released – up to $39 million.  In anticipation, the King County Project Evaluation Committee (KCPEC), along with the PSRC Regional Project Evaluation Committee (RPEC) have met with TPB members to explain the criteria to be applied in project selection.  The South Park Bridge project may or may not be ready for consideration.  A deadline has been set to confirm the inclusion of the bridge; if not met, it will be removed from the list.  Detailed project information as well as other information can be found in the appendices of the Regional TIP and on the PSRC’s website at http://www.psrc.org/projects/tip/index.htm. 
3. Flood Control District Advisory Committee (KCFCDAC)
Mike Park reported on the Flood Control District 2010 Budget Reallocation proposal.  Howard Hansen Dam is compromised requiring major repair work which restricts the amount of water the dam can hold.  The expense of the repairs along with preparation for a potential major flood has resulted in necessary budget reallocations.  Attachment 2 to these minutes provides background and a summary of the 2010 Budget Reallocation proposal.
To bring back as soon as the next meeting of PIC the following motion:

To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA support the King County Flood Control District's proposed 2010 Budget Reallocation with concern that the reallocation will cause the fund balance at the end of the 6-year window to be reduced to $1M and will no longer meet the $2.5 M Emergency Reserve Target for 2015.
4. Committee to End Homelessness (CEH)
Greg Taylor reported that the recent one night count dropped by 5%.  The count revealed that people are moving around, such as one well used area in Kent was nearly empty, but a formerly unused site in Federal Way was the approximate equivalent of last year’s Kent site count.  A total of 2700 people were counted.  He expressed pride in what is being done, but the need remains great.  More affordable housing is needed.  
5. Crisis Diversion Facility (CDF) (MIDD)

Dwight Thompson reported that crisis diversion from jails and hospitals was identified in the planning for the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Plan (MIDD) as one of the highest priority strategies.  A CDF provides police, families and community providers with an alternative resource to taking individuals in crisis to jails and hospitals.  A CDF also includes an interim services facility where homeless individuals can stay after their crisis has been resolved for stabilization and linkage to community services.  A crisis outreach team completes the strategy.  Together, these services will divert individuals with mental illness and substance abuse problems from jails and emergency departments and reduce criminal justice and hospital costs.  The facility is operated by a subcontractor, not the County.  
Jim Haggerton explained that he could not support moving the proposal forward.  Tukwila, and specifically the Red Lion Motel property, has been targeted for location of a CDF.  No contact or discussion with the city had taken place and the County had denied that the site has been pre-selected.  He read portions of several pieces of correspondence which indicated that site selection and negotiations were underway.  The process is flawed and due diligence had not been performed.  Pete Lewis said it is unfortunate, as Auburn is a city with a hospital and siting such a facility close to a hospital should be considered.  
After a discussion of process to further investigate the issue, a work group was formed.  Volunteers include Jim Haggerton, Kingston Wall, Mia Gregerson, Pete Lewis and Dwight Thompson.  Sonny Putter asked Dwight to head this work group.  The work group is charged with revising the recommendation for the April meeting of PIC.  
To bring back as early as the next meeting of the PIC, the recommendation to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA support the following motion:  
(Pending recommended revisions regarding site location from the MIDD work group.)
The SCA supports MIDD strategy for the establishment of a Crisis Diversion Services with the bundled mental health 
services to include:

One (1) Crisis Diversion Facility (CDF):  The CDF will have a capacity of 16 beds and be licensed by the Department of Health
 as a Residential Treatment Facility.  The mental health and chemical dependence treatment services will be certified by the DSHS, Mental Health Division as an Adult Residential Treatment Facility.

One (1) Crisis Diversion Interim Services (CDIS):  This facility will preferably be co-located with or readily accessible to the CDF and have a capacity of at least 20 beds.  The CDIS will function as a respite service for people who are homeless or whose immediate needs may take longer to resolve after the initial crisis has dissipated.

One (1) Mobile Crisis Team:  A team of at least two Licensed Mental Health Professionals (MHP) available 24/7 with the capacity to conduct outreach visits to the community to assist people in behavioral crisis. 

These services, funded by MIDD, will significantly enhance the ability of SCA Cities’ law enforcement to divert offenders 
away from costly jail detention and mental health services in the jail.

The SCA requests and supports the locating of these services at site which is readily accessible to the Suburban Cities. To 
remove obstacles for accessibility to the suburban cities, SCA prefers siting in the Southern or Eastern geographical area of the county.  King County must work cooperatively with the individual cities where the facility is proposed by the private providers in developing and ensuring appropriate and location requirements and facility standards.



	
	· Reports
1. Small Cities Sub Committee Report
Barre Seibert reported that the guest speaker was Robin Freidman of King County Emergency Management.  He discussed infrastructure and players in support of emergency situations.  Barre reminded the PIC that everyone is welcome, you do not have to represent a small city to attend.
2. Executive Director’s Report 
Karen Goroski gave a brief history and update on Regional Transit Stakeholder Task Force.  The 28 members of the task force have been appointed.  Representing the suburban cities are Noel Gerken, Maple Valley, Suzette Cooke, Kent, Chris Eggen, Shoreline, and Fed Butler, Issaquah.  Cedar River Group will facilitate the meetings.  This is going to be a huge issue as the reports are developed and released.  The task force is to look at the entire transit system including existing service.  Everything is on the table.  Karen and the SCA staff will be working with the suburban elected task force members to develop guiding principles for review as the process unfolds.  She asked that the PIC members keep their councils informed and provide continual feedback.  She would appreciate any suggestions for guiding principles emailed as soon as possible.
Peggy Papsdorf presented an update on Animal Control.
The extension supporting the county’s animal services expires June 30 which is also the date set for cities to enter into full cost recovery contracts with the County if they have not made other arrangements.

King County staff are meeting with city representatives and have developed a Purpose and Scope statement and a combined interest statement with the following goals:

By March 31 agreement in principle to be used as basis for contract development

By May 15 develop a consensus contract to distribute to cities 

June 30 new contracts must be adopted by cities and the county

King County Flood Control District 2010 Budget Reallocation

Background

Following a record high level of water behind the Howard Hanson Dam in January 2009, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers restricted flood storage behind the dam after they became concerned about two depressions on the right abutment, increased water levels in groundwater monitoring wells, and the appearance of silty water entering the abutment drainage tunnel.  Until long-term repairs to the dam can be completed, the Corps will limit the storage capacity of the dam. Should a major flood event occur with the temporary restriction of pool elevation, it is possible that levees in the lower valley could be overtopped. As this situation has evolved over the past year, the Flood Control District and King County have worked in partnership with Army Corps, the four Green River valley cities, and other state and federal agencies to develop emergency response plans and flood risk reduction actions to respond to the changed conditions on the Green River.
As part of their response to this emergency and direct request from the Green River valley cities, the King County Flood Control District Board of Supervisors reallocated $8.4 million from the approved 2009 work program for emergency measures to address the potential for Green River flooding.  This reallocation is in addition to the $7.1 million for flood response activities across King County that the Advisory Committee recommended and the Board of Supervisors approved for reallocation in the spring of 2009 to address emergency flood response needs. Combined with approximately $2M in January 2009 flood damage repairs budgeted for 2010, the January 2009 flood resulted unplanned expenditures of over $17 million or approximately one half the District’s annual revenue.

2010 Budget Reallocation Process

Given the urgency of the need for flood-fighting resources last fall, the reallocation request was not reviewed by the Basin Technical Committees or the King County Flood control Advisory Committee Advisory Committee (KCFCAC) using the normal process.  Rather than identify specific capital changes in 2010 and the 6-year CIP, the Board included a budget contra for $8.4M in 2010 and directed the Advisory Committee to provide recommended adjustments to the CIP by the end of the first quarter. As part of the budget resolution, the Board directed the Advisory Committee to ‘give deference’ to projects that were ‘displaced’ by the 2009 flood response efforts.

At their November 2009 meeting, the Advisory Committee discussed the reallocation issue and provided the following guidance for capital reallocations. A fundamental point underlying this guidance is the recognition that many assumptions about partnerships, landowner willingness, grants, and project costs have changed since the 2010 budget was developed nearly a year ago, and this reallocation provides an opportunity to show how unanticipated flood response expenditures and changes in implementation factors such as landowner willingness impact the capital program for 2010.

At the November 2009 Advisory Committee meeting, the Advisory Committee endorsed the following guidance for the reallocation effort:

Funds that could be made available:
· Fund balance for completed projects

· Existing 2010 Fund Balance (note that the target is $2.5M)

· Adopted projects that will not be moving forward in 2010 due to implementation constraints

· Partnerships and Coordination 

· Land Owner Willingness 

· Grants and Leveraging
Funds should not be made available from:

· Flood Risk Score > 75%

· Significant investment to date

· Partnership or leveraging in place

· Existing contractual obligations

The proposed reallocation Flood Control Advisory Committee to the Board of Supervisors will be finalized at the April 29, 2010 meeting.

What is the main impact of this reallocation on the overall 6-year CIP?
· Approximately $3.6M of Willowmoor project shifted outside the 6-year window

· Fund balance at end of 6-year window reduced from $5M to $1M (we do not meet the $2.5M Emergency Reserve target for 2015)

What other shifts occur within the 6-year CIP?
· Shifts to Corps ERP projects (Russell and Boeing) per Corps schedule

· Lower Tolt Acquisition – defer to 2012, pending successful grant application

· Miller River Home Buyout brought forward to reflect landowner willingness to consider an appraisal in 2010 and possible acquisition in 2011.

Outstanding Issues
· Minor adjustments will likely result from final County CIP reconciliation – March

· FEMA reimbursement revenue, approximately $800,000-$1,000,000 (ie Stoneway, Cedar Rapids, several others from January 2009 flood)

· State budget request (HB 2787) for $25M for Green River emergency response ($5M is proposed for state agency response efforts, $20M to local governments).
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
