	President’s Report 

Ken Hearing briefed the Board on meetings the SCA Leadership had with Dow Constantine, Bob Ferguson, Richard Conlin/Sally Clark, and Bob Drewel.  Animal control was discussed at several meetings.  Bob Drewel explained that the PSRC Executive Board will consider the redistribution of votes as cities achieve populations of 80,000.  Cities above 80,000 automatically get their own seat on the Executive Board.  Ken and Karen discussed the process to seek balance for SCA members within the PSRC structure through the SCA representatives on the Operations Committee.  
Karen explained that the Flood Control District Board of Supervisors will be handling the appointment to the advisory committee without referrals from the County Executive.  Kathy Lambert is interested in creating a seat for a rural representative.  The consensus of the Board was that such an addition would negatively impact the balance of the advisory committee.

Tony Piasecki reported on the City Manager/Administrator meeting earlier in April where presentations were made on Puget Sound Energy current events, the AWC 2010 Legislative Agenda and the outcomes from the session. 	Public Issues Committee Report
Pete Lewis moved the two recommendations to the Board from the April 14 PIC meeting.  
 That SCA support the King County Flood Control District’s proposed 2010 Budget Reallocation with concern that the reallocation will cause the fund balance at the end of the 6-year window to be reduced to $1M and will no longer meet the $2.5M Emergency Reserve Target for 2015.

 That SCA support revisions to Countywide Planning Policies which are intended to clarify and strengthen the link between current ridership demand, growth management objectives, and provision of transit services, specifically through policies that:

· Ensure that all communities in urban King County will be provided with at least a basic level of transit service;

· Provide additional transit service to areas where existing land uses and densities support demand for transit, including areas throughout the county where substantial growth has occurred in recent years;

· Provide additional transit service to areas where plans call for future growth in housing and jobs at densities that will support future transit ridership;

· Strive to meet the mobility needs of transit-dependent populations throughout the county;

· And recognize the need to be flexible in determining transit allocations to include consideration of a range of factors.

	Update on SCA Regional Associate Member Recruitment
Regional Associate Membership applications have been received from the Association of Washington Cities and the Local Hazardous Waste Management Program.

	Update on King Conservation District

Karen gave a brief update on the conclusion of the conversations with KCD regarding the appointing authority of SCA to the KCD Advisory Committee as defined by the KCD Charter as referred to the KCD Board of Supervisors by the Advisory Committee.  The Charter allows four seats for suburban city representatives, recruited and approved by the KCD Board of Supervisors.  Karen suggested a SCA Board Policy that would state that SCA will provide staff support to SCA appointees to regional boards and committees where possible.  By consensus, the Board agreed and asked to see a draft policy at the next meeting in June.

Karen reiterated that cities should review the money available in the KCD bank of funds and be encouraged to apply for their funds.

	Potential for SCA Sponsored Mayor’s Meeting
Karen reported that the Mayor’s meetings previously hosted by Greg Nichols had been discontinued over the past year.  Pete said the meetings had deteriorated to introductions with a brief report of what each city was doing and most suburban mayors had stopped attending.  The pros and cons of SCA hosting a regular Mayor’s Forum were discussed.  It was agreed that SCA may be the best group to start a new forum which would concentrate on state and federal legislation.
To appoint Pete Lewis as the lead in creating a Steering Committee with Bellevue, Seattle, King County and SCA representatives to discuss a new life and purpose for a Regional Mayor’s Forum.

	Membership Recruitment

Ken explained that the focus has been on membership retention.  The SCA Leadership met with the new mayors of Enumclaw and Black Diamond and found them enthusiastic.  Ken will talk to Carnation electeds at the next SVGA meeting about their decision.  Bellevue is not interested in returning to membership, but the Mayor’s Forum should be of interest.  
Board members mentioned other organizations and businesses which could be approached as Regional Associate Members.
