	President’s Report
At the November 5, 2009 Executive Committee meeting, recommendations from PIC regarding PSRC’s Preliminary Preferred Alternative to the Transportation 2040 Update and the KCD proposed Assessment Appropriation Plan for 2010-2014 were approved.  The minutes of that meeting appear as Attachment 1 to these minutes. 

Pete Lewis reported that the Executive Director’s contract was approved at the December 3, 2009 Executive Committee meeting.  
The December 3rd Leadership Meeting with Dow Constantine was very good.  The leadership sees a willingness of the Executive to partner with SCA and to meet on a regular basis.  Animal services were discussed and the Executive will be proposing to the County Council an extension of the deadline to June 30, 2010.  

There is a proposal for a regional task force on transit.  There is $100,000 in the County budget for a task force, but no definition is available.  The SCA leadership suggested a strong facilitator who is not a transit person be considered and the Executive agreed.  There is a fear that this task force will erase any progress made by the RTC and take over the planning for transit.  Karen added that SCA will need a staff person dedicated to staff work and focus on the task force.  The Executive Board approved of this plan, but asked that it be brought to the full board.  The person would work from January through September of 2010 and be funded from unobligated cash.  
To authorize the Executive Director to hire a temporary employee to support the work of the Regional Transit Task Force.

	City Manager/City Administrator Report

Jay Covington reported that there was no meeting of the City Managers group in December as all the legislative chairs had to be present in Olympia.  In November Ross Hunter spoke on Local Government Finance Issues and there were updates on the Howard Hansen Dam and Animal Services.  The group hopes to have Dow Constantine or Fred Jarrett speak in January.  
Jay introduced Tony Piasecki, Des Moines City Manager, who will replace Jay as the City Manager liaison to the SCA Board of Directors in 2010.

2. Discuss and possible action on policy recommendations from the PIC:

MSP

        a.  That SCA support PSRC’s Preliminary Preferred Alternative to the Transportation 2040 Update.


MSP

        b.  That SCA supports the following position on KCD’s proposed Assessment Appropriation Plan for 2010-2014: 

· At least a three -year term for the assessment; and

· An assessment allocation that is the same as the 2007 assessment allocation ($5 $2-$3), with the same requirements as in 2007 for jurisdictional and WRIA forum grants, and the same distribution of  funding among WRIA forums 7, 8 and 9 as established previously by the Regional Water Quality Committee; and 

· That KCD support the revitalization of its Advisory Committee consisting of representatives of the cities, county, watershed forums and other stakeholders, which will review and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on the District’s annual work program and budget during the term of the assessment.  The purpose of the Advisory Committee will be to foster a greater understanding of the programs and services provided by the District, and identify those programs that are most needed and how to fund them. . The advisory committee shall meet on a regular schedule to facilitate the goals of the advisory committee including but not limited to recommending to the KCD Board of Supervisors consistent guidelines for all grant awards for programs and services, the use of “banked funds” allocated to the cities, and the allocation of resources from future assessments; and 

· That KCD will include a recommendation from its advisory committee for program year 2011 and beyond that is supported by its advisory committee through a plan of work adopted in January 2010.

· That absent an ILA for a term of at least three years between King County and the KCD that reflects the priorities of SCA and its member cities in the policy statement above, SCA support a $.0125 increase in the Flood Control District levy to fund the WRIAs and the cities of King County in lieu of funding from the KCD.
