	Proposal on retaining Michael Hubner 

Karen explained how the Commerce Department suddenly and without cause terminated the grant contract for the State fiscal years 2009-2011.  The SCA budget was prepared with grant income covering a portion of the salary and benefits for Michael Hubner, Buildable Lands Manager for SCA.  Karen presented the following multi-step proposal to retain the services of Michael Hubner through 2010 and beyond:
Proposal:

· January 16-March 15, 2010 Michael continues in his current position supporting all 40 jurisdictions in King County. During the legislative session SCA works with:

1. AWC to achieve restoration of Buildable Lands funding for the 6 county area and/or

2. SCA member city lobbyists to gain funding for Michael

· February 17, 2010 - Bring a modified position description to the Board of Directors for approval in anticipation of SCA being the sole source of funding beyond March 15, 2010 (See attached draft position description 5-b). Additional funding (July 15-December 31, 2010) would be requested from SCA reserves and unobligated cash.

· October 20, 2010- Board recommends 2011 Budget to membership for adoption on November 17, 2010 that would include full funding for Michael

Suburban Cities Association Conflict of Interest Policy

Whenever a director or officer has a financial or personal interest in any matter coming before the board of directors, the affected person shall:

a) Fully disclose the nature of the interest and 

b) Withdraw from discussion, lobbying, and voting on the matter. Any transaction or vote involving a potential conflict of interest shall be approved only when a majority of disinterested directors determine that it is in the best interest of Suburban Cities Association to do so. The minutes of meetings at which such votes are taken shall record such disclosure, abstention and rationale for approval.

In the course of meetings or activities, I will disclose any interests in a transaction or decision where I will receive a benefit or gain. After disclosure, I understand that I may be asked to leave the room for the discussion and will not be permitted to vote on the question.

This written disclosure will be kept on file and I will update it as appropriate. I understand that the purposes of this policy are to protect the integrity of SCA’s decision-making process, to enable our constituencies to have confidence in our integrity, and to protect the integrity and reputations of volunteers, staff and board members. 

I understand that this policy is not meant to take the place of good judgment, and I will respect its spirit as well as its wording.

Draft Position Description

Senior Program Manager and Planning Policy Analyst

The SCA Senior Program Manager and Planning Policy Analyst (PM/PA) will be responsible for providing the following services to and on behalf of member cities.

Manage Buildable Lands Program

The PM/PA will continue to provide technical assistance and program management toward successful completion of tasks, reports, and policy measures that may be required under RCW 36.70A.215, the Buildable Lands statute. This will include:

· Annual data collection on all residential, commercial, and industrial development activity

· Develop, maintain, and implement all data, methods, and reporting tools needed for periodic reporting, including mandated 5-year Buildable Lands Evaluation Reports

· Background research and analysis to inform above, with emphasis on growth trends, development capacity, and land needs forecasting

· Assistance to cities on determining the need for “reasonable measures” that may be required to ensure the ability of cities to achieve planned densities and to accommodate anticipated population and employment growth

Buildable Lands Program management will emphasize services and support for SCA member jurisdictions. Direct assistance will be provided to SCA members only. Any work toward countywide coordination of efforts will be done in partnership with King County and the Cities of Seattle and Bellevue.

Technical Resource for SCA Cities

The PM/PA will make available to member cities other technical resources and assistance upon request. Such assistance will consist primarily of data and analysis tools related to demographics, economics, land use, forecasts, regional and countywide policies, and performance monitoring.

Staff Support for GMPC and GMPB

The PM/PA will provide policy analysis to the SCA membership on issues related to growth management and planning. The PM/PA will provide lead staff support for SCA representatives on the King County Growth Management Planning Council and the PSRC Growth Management Policy Board. Support will include attendance of meetings, briefings for elected officials, facilitation of caucus meetings, working with agency staff, and technical and background research as needed.

Policy and Technical Staff Liaison

The PM/PA will continue to represent SCA member cities on staff committees at the regional, countywide, and other multijurisdictional levels. This includes serving as lead SCA staff on the GMPC Interjurisdictional Team, PSRC advisory committees and task forces, the King County planning directors group, and state advisory committees, such as the Buildable Lands Advisory Committee.
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
