	President’s Report 

Ken Hearing briefed the Board on meetings the SCA Leadership had with Dow Constantine, Julia Patterson, Bob Ferguson, Richard Conlin/Sally Clark, and Bob Drewel over the past two months.  Agenda items included:
· SCA’s position on the proposed county-wide planning policies
· Timely access to materials prior to the meetings of the Regional Transit Task Force

· Animal Services

· County-wide mayor’s meeting
· Tax measures for safety and justice
· Accurate and current information on the sales tax receipt from Metro

· Veterans and Human Services Levy

· MIDD diversion programs/facility. 
· The recommendation from the PIC to the SCA Board of Directors regarding Seattle’s request for funding from the Flood Control District for the Seawall. 
· Seattle tunnel replacement for the viaduct.

	City Manager/City Administrator Report
Tony Piasecki reported on the City Manager/Administrator meeting on June 2nd.  Cities are gearing up for budget early this year.  They spent time hearing how each city budget is coming together.  
Animal Control has been a recurring discussion.  He explained that Des Moines will not be participating in the County solution, but would continue to use a local kennel and several veterinary clinics to house stray animals until the owners or adoptive families are found.  He noted that the community not only approves, but tends to help by reporting found animals and fostering them during the process.  Using this process, the money stays in the community rather than going to the County coffers.  Pete Lewis said that the Auburn Council and local veterinarians are planning to meet and discuss this alternative, which may allow Auburn to sign up for a 6 month option with the County, rather than the 2-year option.

	Public Issues Committee Report
Linda Kochmar introduced the recommendations from the June 9, 2010 meeting of the PIC.  
1. That the SCA Board of Directors recommend Karen Ferreira, Emergency Preparedness Coordinator, City of Burien to the King County Executive for appointment to the Emergency Management Advisory Committee as an alternate representing SCA.

2. That SCA support the voluntary use of domestic violence protection order checklists designed for and intended to be used by court and data centers, judges and participants, police departments, and patrol officers to provide uniformity, reduce costs and improve accuracy.
3. That SCA support funding for the King County Flood Control District at current levels to maintain the integrity of the 2011-2016 Capital Improvement Program.

The Board discussed the supporting language forwarded from PIC.  The request from Seattle for seawall replacement funds is not covered by current policy.  A policy addressing coastal projects should precede any funding recommendations, and funding should be sufficient to fund requests to the Flood Control District’s Capital Program without jeopardizing other significant projects.

	Amendment to the SCA Board Policies

Karen explained that at the April 21, 2010 meeting of the Board she suggested a Board Policy that would state that SCA will provide staff support to the SCA appointees to regional boards and committees where possible.  A small wording amendment to policy 701.5 (c) fulfills the intent.  

To adopt the change in language to policy 701.5 (c), first bullet, to read:  Caucus staff will be appointed by the Executive Director when possible and appropriate.

	Education Committee Report

Margaret Harto reported that she has received positive comments back on the May Networking Dinner meeting featuring Seattle Mayor Mike McGinn.  It was a very well attended meeting.  The July 21st dinner meeting will welcome Tay Yoshitani, CEO of the Port of Seattle.

	Role of the Finance Committee 
Karen explained that the original role of the Finance Committee was to help find ways to increase revenue to offset dues.  The committee’s role was not intended to deal with budget issues.  Section 208.1 of the SCA Board Policies, consistent with sections 4.17.5 and 5.9 of the SCA Bylaws, assigns the budget preparation process to the executive director who is responsible for presenting a draft to the Executive Committee of the SCA Board of Directors.  The Executive Committee is responsible for recommending a proposed budget to the Board for recommendation for adoption by the SCA membership.  The Board agreed that the Finance Committee would continue to work on revenues.

	Regional Transit Task Force Update (RTTF)
Karen reported on the work of the RTTF to date.  She covered the anticipated schedule of reporting recommendations to the Executive who will review the recommendations and make his proposal to the Council in December.  The Board agreed that SCA should be prepared to comment on the recommendations from the RTTF.

	King County Budget
Karen explained that she and Ken are putting together an SCA 2010 King County Budget Group.  They plan to include cities that are not represented on the Board of Directors as later in the budget season the Board members and the Budget Group members would hold joint meetings with County Council members.  This worked well in 2009.  The mission is to keep a close watch on the county budget, understand and identify where SCA can support or oppose issues.

	King X Round Table on Federal Issues
Pete Lewis, as the lead in creating a Steering Committee with Bellevue, Seattle, King County and SCA Mayors, reported on similar groups formed in other states.  The goal will be to work on federal issues.  He explained that the formation of the steering committee will be the first step, with the first agenda set by the steering committee.  There will be a place for mayors at the table along with the County Executive.  City Managers will be invited and welcomed in the room.

1. The Board requested that the financial report show year-to-date expensed against budget.
2. Bob Sternoff announced that Kirkland has hired Kurt Triplett as their new City Manager.
3. Karen mentioned an external interest in a possible SCA opposition to the deep bore tunnel alternative to the Alaska Way Viaduct.  The Board agreed that this is not an SCA issue.
4. Alice and her husband accepted the Board’s invitation to the September Networking Dinner.
