	· Potential Action Items

1. Recommendations regarding 2010 Appointments to Regional Boards and Committees
Dave Hill reported on the work of the PIC Nominating Committee to review nominations for the 130 representatives to 31 committees, while taking into consideration the election results, regional balance and experience.  The Board of Directors meets in December for their last meeting of the year, and in order for the appointees to take their seats in January, the time is severely compressed.  There are gaps on the recommendation list and will be more once the election results are certified.  Dave suggested that PIC approve the list as presented and also allow the Nominating Committee to recruit members to fill the open seats, recommending approval directly to the Board.  The list appears as adopted by the SCA Board of Directors as Attachment 2 to these minutes.
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA make the appointments to regional boards and committees as recommended by the Nominating Committee of the SCA Public Issues Committee as shown on the 
To authorize the PIC Nominating Committee to recruit members to review a second and expedited call for nominations and to make the recommendations for appointment directly to the Board of Directors to fill the pending vacancies on 2010 Regional Boards and Committees. 

2. Recommendation on TPB Preliminary Preferred Alternative(PPA) for the Transportation 2040 Update
Don Gerend reviewed the issue first heard at the October 14 meeting of the PIC.  PSRC is updating the current regional transportation plan, Destination 2030.  Included in the Draft Environmental Impact Statement were six alternatives evaluated in the DEIS.  The SCA/TPB Caucus believes that the PPA meets the first two guiding principles that SCA had adopted.  Jeanne Burbidge will read a statement into record at the November 12 TPB meeting to restate the SCA position on the governance piece of the guiding principles.  
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA support the PSRC’s Preliminary Preferred Alternative to the Transportation 2040 Update.

	· Presentations/Updates

1. Transit Update (RTC)


David Baker explained that RTC will meet tomorrow to vote on amendments to the Transit Financial Policies and the strategic plan to reduce costs and shift funding.  Concern was expressed for adequate transit funding.
2. Local Hazardous Waste Management Program Update (LHWMP)

Ron Hansen gave a brief update on two important issues – mercury lighting recycling and secure medicine return for prescription drugs.  The Department of Ecology is developing recommendations for recycling CFL light bulbs and tubes which contain mercury.  November 13 is the deadline for comments.  The issues surrounding prescription drugs range from prescription drug abuse as home medicine cabinets are targets for drug acquisition to water supply concerns as left over drugs are flushed.  Some drug stores offer take-back programs, although grants to fund the programs have expired.  No drug store is allowed to take back opiates.  More information is available from Jay Watson, LHWMP Director.  206-263-3059.  
3. Pharmaceutical Take-back Program

David Baker continued the discussion of take-back programs for pharmaceuticals and the lack of a safe and convenient method for disposal.  Manufacturers provide medicine return programs in several other countries, and have the expertise, relationships, security awareness, and resources needed to establish, safe, secure and effective programs.  Local governments do not have this expertise and cannot carry the burden of collecting and properly disposing of unwanted medicines.  A disposal program would add approximately 1-2 cents to each prescription.  It would be either voluntary or mandatory, depending on the legislation and will not burden the stores. 
To bring back as early as the next meeting of the PIC, the recommendation that SCA support a product stewardship program that provides a safe and effective means of disposal of pharmaceutical products.

4. County-wide human services issues (JRC)

Howard Botts reported.  The Executive proposed 2010 budget eliminates all county General Fund dollars from the human services portion of the budget for the Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS), including the Mental Health Fund, the Substance Abuse Fund, and the Children and Family Services (CFS) Fund. 

It is the CFS Fund that provides support to the range of community agencies and community services provided through the Community Services Division (CSD).

With the loss of General Funds, the CSD has a new 2010 CFS Proposed Spending Plan that shows revenues and expenditures under the 2010 Executive Proposed Budget.  The reductions follow thehttp://www.kingcounty.gov/socialservices/CSD.aspx plan developed by CSD in 2008 that was widely shared with the human services community, showing how reductions would be taken over a three-year period.  These documents are on-line at .  

5. Status and Funding Cycles of the CDBG Funds (JRC)

Howard Botts reported that the CDBG human service dollars are on a three year schedule -- 2010 being the 2nd year of the contracts.  All human service dollars are targeted toward emergency services and emergency shelter operations.  In addition, the Housing Stability Program, that is available to residents of all consortium member cities, still receives the set a-side funds on an annual basis.  In 2010 $334,266 is targeted for this program.

King County Housing and Community Development is inviting the review, participation and comment by all interested persons to the Draft 2010 Action Plan for One Year Use of Federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) capital funds.  The county is encouraging the review and comment of persons residing in low or moderate-income neighborhoods, especially residents of blighted areas and areas in which the grantee proposes to use federal CDBG funds.

The 2010 Action Plan is currently out for public comment and will be available until November 14th.  It can be viewed at: http://www.kingcounty.gov/socialservices/Housing.aspx 

6. Board of Health Fees Update (BoH)

Ava Frisinger briefed the PIC on Drinking Water fees at the June 10, 2009 meeting.  Prior to this year the review and technical support to ensure that new wells are located and constructed properly and that new or expanded water systems for properties on septic systems (on-site sewage systems) was provided through the KC general fund with state money.  The regulation of the water systems is a state responsibility that was delegated to counties.  King County funded the program for half of 2009 in the understanding that the responsibility would go back to the state.  The state’s ability to run the program, however, was eliminated by legislative cuts.  In order to assure clean drinking water, KC Public Health proposed a fee based on the time required to review sewage system design and building permit applications.  The fees also took into account the risks and the experience of problems associated with different sizes of water systems.

The BOH adopted the following fees: 

Group A- more than 1000 service connections = $0; Group A – between 10 and 1000 service connections = $91; Group B – 2-9 connections = $243; and Individual Water Systems (wells) = $121. 

The focus was on Group B systems which have the greatest risk/problems. The Rule and Regulation was amended to have a two year time frame for the design and remodel review so people whose building took over a year wouldn’t be billed twice.

7. Transitional Program from Jail to Community (RLSJ)

Ed Sterner explained that based on what was learned with juvenile offenders and the success of offering immediate intervention has been applied to the jail system.  Many adult offenders have drug abuse or mental health issues at the time of arrest and those cases may be handed over to the County Prosecutor and Mental Health Court.  The funding for this comes from temporarily reallocated MIDD tax money.  Ed suggested that cities should contact their King County Councilmembers and encourage them to find a way to fund the support and expansion of the District Mental Health Court.  
8. Update from the SCA/KC Budget Group Meeting with Rep. Ross Hunter
Dave Hill reported on the October 16 meeting with Representative Ross Hunter.  Representative Hunter had asked to meet with some representatives of SCA and the Budget Group seemed the logical forum for him to discuss his concerns and to have a dialogue about what needs to occur in Olympia to achieve greater flexibility absent any new revenue.  Long-term Rep Hunter is open to making changes in systems to consolidate as many of the revenue/tax silos as possible.  Short-term he is looking for ideas for a budget flexibility bill.  His goal is to replace as many separate reports with a consistent system of reporting.  Since the legislature created many of the reporting requirements it can also change them.  Rep Hunter has also spoken to the City Manager/Administrators. 
9. Possible Amendment to SCA Policy Position on KCD Assessment for 2010-2014
Pete Lewis reported on a November teleconference in which 18 cities participated in a discussion of King Conservation District and the County’s difficulty in developing an ILA comparable with the current ILA.  SCA adopted a policy position on the King Conservation District’s proposed Assessment Appropriation Plan for 2010-2014 on September 10, 2009:
SCA supports an amendment to the King Conservation District’s proposed Assessment Appropriation Plan for 2010-2014 that includes language relating to an interlocal agreement between KCD and King County that includes the following terms:  

· A 5-year term for the assessment; and

· An assessment allocation that is the same as the 2007 assessment allocation ($5 $2-$3), 

with the same requirements as in 2007 for jurisdictional and WRIA forum grants, and the same distribution of funding among WRIA forums 7, 8 and 9 as established previously by the Regional Water Quality Committee; and 

· The revitalization of the KCD Advisory Committee consisting of representatives of the cities, county, watershed forums and other stakeholders, which will review and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on the District’s annual work program and budget during the term of the assessment.  The purpose of the Advisory Committee will be to foster a greater understanding of the programs and services provided by the District, and identify those programs that are most needed and how to fund them. The advisory committee shall meet on a regular schedule to facilitate the goals of the advisory committee including but not limited to recommending to the KCD Board of Supervisors consistent guidelines for all grant awards for programs and services, the use of “banked funds” allocated to the cities, and the allocation of resources from future assessments; and 

· Quarterly progress reports to the King County Council; and

· Recommendations from the KCD advisory committee for program year 2011 and 
beyond that is supported by its advisory committee through a plan of work adopted in January 2010.

(Adopted by the Executive Committee of the SCA Board of Directors – September 10, 2009)

SCA recognizes that the King Conservation District has developed an expertise in the management of soil, water and natural resources to protect and conserve the environment and local economies and the District has earned a reputation among landowners as an organization that understands and appreciates their needs.

However, absent an ILA between King County and the KCD which captures the essence of SCA’s policy position as stated above, 21 SCA member cities recommend to the SCA Public Issues Committee that SCA support the following addition to the current SCA policy position:
· To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that absent an ILA between King County and the KCD that reflects the priorities of SCA and its member cities in the policy statement above.  SCA supports an $.0125 increase in the Flood Control District levy to fund the WRIAs and the cities of King County in lieu of funding from KCD.
An amendment to the position was offered by Hank Margeson to insert “for a term of at least three years” in order to avoid having to tackle the same language problem at the beginning of 2010.  The amendment passed with two no votes.  
To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that the following language be added to SCA’s position on KCD’s proposed 2010-2014 assessment:  Absent an ILA for a term of at least three years between King County and the KCD that reflects the priorities of SCA and its member cities in the policy statement above.  SCA supports a $.0125 increase in the Flood Control District levy to fund the WRIAs and the cities of King County in lieu of funding from KCD.

The amended motion passed unanimously.  

To recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that the first bullet point in the current policy be changed from a five year to a three year term.
10. Update on Adoption of Proposed Growth Targets (GMPC)

Bob Sternoff reported that the GMPC adopted the proposed growth targets for King County, but the City of Seattle abstained from voting on the growth targets.  The Committee and staff are working on a framework on how the achieve the targets and Michael Hubner will be actively involved.  This will be a major issue in the coming months as the GMPC develops the county-wide planning policies.

1. Small Cities Sub Committee Report
Dave Hill reported that 19 people were present to hear Judy Clibborn speak on transportation funding issues.  
2. Executive Director’s Report 
Karen Goroski asked PIC to consider the need to meet in December.  
To cancel the scheduled December 9, 2009 meeting of the PIC.
Karen discussed a recent letter from King County Executive Triplett regarding the development of a Transportation Benefit District (TBD).  On November 6, the County Department of Transportation will meet with city Public Works Directors and others to discuss the possible formation of a countywide TBD.  The Executive  is asking for a formal response from each city by November 18 so he can transmit an ordinance to the King County Council for consideration before he leaves office.  If no response is received, it will be assumed that the city is not interested in joining in a countywide TBD.  The letter was distributed to cities on November 3 via email and missed several cities.  

Peggy Papsdorf gave a briefing on the Animal Control issue.  Things are moving very fast and at this point shelter services are to end by April 1, 2010.  In the event cities wanted to request an extenson to June 3oth, Peggy supplied a draft letter urging the amendment of King County Ordinance 2009-0594 to extend the provision of animal shelter services and animal control services for cities under the current system to at least June 30, 2010.  Letters must come from contracted cites.  
3. PIC Nominating Committee Report

Dave Hill reported on the Call for Nominations for Chair and Vice Chair of the Public Issues Committee.  The recommendation is to continue the terms of Linda Kochmar as Chair and Sonny Putter as Vice Chair for 2010.  
That Linda Kochmar serves as Chair of the Public Issues Committee for 2010.

That Sonny Putter serves Vice-Chair of the Public Issues Committee for 2010.
