	Introduction of Steve Forman, facilitator for the 2007 SCA Board of Directors Retreat

Ron Hansen introduced Steve Forman who has agreed to facilitate the 2007 Board Retreat in January.  Steve brings 17 years experience in both the public and non profit sectors. 	President’s Report

President Ron Hansen reported the following:
The minutes of the Executive Committee meetings held October 13 and December 1 appear as Attachment 1 of these minutes.  The October 13 meeting dealt with the support of the Transit Now proposal and the King Conservation District (KCD) policy statement, proposed 2007 budget documents and the Boundary Review Board process.  

A discussion of the KCD meetings ensued.  At the December 11 meeting the County and KCD settled on a 5-3-2 split.  SCA recommended the 6-2-2 fund as originally proposed.  Karen reported that SCA’s involvement in the process was to simply restate SCA’s position and remind the participants of the lack of trust with KCD.  She said the County seemed disgruntled with KCD and may begin to reorganize or replace the organization.  King County passed the ILS out unanimously and KCD took it to the commissioners last night.  Scott Wallace reported to Karen just this morning that KCD also approved the ILA unanimously.
Returning to the President’s Report Ron reported that the December 1 meeting was the annual performance review and salary discussion for the Executive Director.  The contract will be signed by year’s end.  Jim suggested looking into a longer contract period.  Dave thought that was a good future goal.
Regarding the regular meetings with Executive Sims, they have discussed the BN Eastside corridor which will affect all cities.  At stake is a good connection from Seattle to Minneapolis via port and rail facilities.  They also discussed public health funding, KCD issues and SCA policy positions.  Ron believes the County is listening to SCA.

	Executive Director’s Report
Karen discussed her attendance at NLC.  She thought it was good to hear the issues on a national level.

The proposed conflict of interest statement was reviewed.  This was vetted by the Kirkland city attorney and those suggestions were incorporated.
To adopt the Conflict of Interest Disclosure Statement.

Karen provided copies of the 2006 Work Plan and the Long Range Goals through 2010.  She asked the Board to review them and think about 2007.  Some of the individual items in the 2006 plan were tabled until 2007 and others might be considered for tabling to 2008.  The Best Practices item was used as an example.

There is one more step in the KCD process and that is to repopulate the Advisory Council.  There is some disagreement regarding the definition of “advisory” in that some see this as a technical group and others, such as SCA, believe it should be a policy council on which electeds would be willing to serve. 
That the King Conservation District Advisory Council be added to the SCA appointments and that SCA begin the process to identify volunteers to fill the four seats.

	City Managers’ Report

Steve mentioned that there is a Supreme Court ruling that gun shows only have licensed dealers.  
He talked about the December City Managers meeting and Jim Justin’s presentation on the AWC Legislative package.  Diane Carlson talked about the jail contract with Yakima.  Deb Symmonds has retired from Mercer Island due to health reasons and Londi Lindell is the new Deputy City Manager.  

The City CEO luncheon followed the CM meeting.  Nearly 25 people attended this first time event.  It was a very good meeting and the participants were very enthusiastic about continuing.  Alice will develop an outline of host city responsibilities.  SCA will build the agenda.  The next meeting will be planned for February or March.  Jim Pearman asked if this should be discussed at the Education Committee.  Karen said she is going to broaden all Board committees to include city staff.

Pete reported that the action items coming from the October 11 PIC meeting were handled in an Executive Committee meeting on October 13.  The action from the November 8 PIC meeting forwarded the 2007 Recommended Committee Appointments for Board adoption.  The Recommended appointments appear as Attachment 2 of these minutes.
That the Board of Directors accept the recommendation of appointments to committees and boards as submitted by the Public Issues Committee.  

· Revenue Committee
John thanked everyone who participated on both the Revenue and Dues Subcommittee.  Karen said 23 cities had hands on the process.  The outcome was the approval of a half-time Policy Analyst position.  The 2007 Dues Assessment Invoices.  Ron thanked John for heading that committee.

Executive Committee Meeting Minutes
October 13, 2006 - 2:00 PM 

SCA Offices – Tukwila

1. John Wise called the meting to order at 2:12 pm.

Present: Mary-Alyce Burleigh, Kathy Koelker, Dean McColgan, Ron Hansen (arrived during the discussion and action on the first item and chaired the meeting), and staff, Karen Goroski.

2. The following action was taken on the recommendations from the Public Issues Committee October 11, 2006 meeting:


MSP    SCA supports the proposal to increase the sales and use tax by 0.1 percent to make the needed enhancements to Metro Transit/s capital and maintenance programs and operations that will allow expansion of Metro bus service throughout King County.  

MSP    SCA opposes the proposed King Conservation District $10 per parcel assessment reauthorization and funding allocation plan submitted by the District to the King County Council on July 27, 2006. And SCA requests the King County Council to deny the proposed KCD assessment reauthorization and funding allocation plan, unless King County and the King Conservation District agree to enter into an interlocal agreement that includes the following terms:  (1) for each year of the assessment an assessment allocation that is similar to the 2006 assessment allocation ($6-$2-$2), with the same requirements as in 2006  for jurisdictional and WRIA forum grants, and the same distribution of  funding among WRIA forums 7, 8 and 9 as established previously by the Regional Water Quality Committee (20%-40%-40%);  (2) a 5-year term for the assessment; and (3) a requirement that KCD establish an enhanced Advisory Committee consisting of representatives of the cities, county, watershed forums and other stakeholders, which will review and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on the District’s annual work program and budget during the term of the assessment.  The purpose of the enhanced Advisory Committee will be to foster a greater understanding of the programs provided by the District, identify those programs that are most needed and how to fund them, and avoid conflict or duplication with the plans and programs of other entities.

3. The committee made adjustments to the letter and documents to be sent to the membership regarding the proposed 2007 budget.

4. The committee reviewed the request form the Boundary review Board for a more active SCA role in the appointments to the Boundary Review Board. The appointing authority and description of the process clearly gives the responsibility to the largest city in King County.

5. The committee chose to use the same process and timeline for the performance review of Executive Director as was used in 2005.

6. The meeting adjourned at 2:50PM.
