To accept the Public Issues Committee recommendation on A) Wastewater Projects and Rates; B) slate of nominees for regional and county Boards and Committees noting the modification to the JRC section (Rich Gustafson is not eligible to serve as Shoreline is a HOME city and currently represented under that contract); C)support of the 10 year plan to end homelessness in King County; and, D) support for the JRC State Legislative priorities.

A.  SCA supports the following recommendations regarding Wastewater Projects and Rates:

1. That SCA support King County’s efforts to minimize future rate and capacity charge increases including those needed for inflationary costs by utilizing prudent planning and its asset management program.

2. That SCA support adequate funding for regional wastewater projects in the design and construction of the conveyance, treatment, and marine outfall systems of such projects.

3. That SCA support fair and equitable distribution of the mitigation funds identified in the mitigation policies of the Regional Wastewater Services Plan, provided that such mitigation funds are adequate to address the detrimental effects of new or existing wastewater facilities.

C. SCA supports the recommendations in the 10 Year Plan for the Committee to End Homelessness.  The principal components of the plan are:

1. Prevent homelessness.  Often small measures of prevention can prevent a family or individual from becoming homeless.  We need to put those measures into place so that we “close the front door.”

2. Combine housing and services.  Homeless individuals often need services in order to reach the point at which they can maintain stable housing; at the same time, however, individuals often cannot effectively access services unless they have a stable living situation.  Historically, services and housing have been provided separately, resulting in frequent failures as the two systems failed to work in unison.  The Plan calls for integration of these systems which will be more economic from a cost point of view and much more effective from a human point of view.

3. Move homeless individuals quickly to permanent housing.  The homeless service system uses a great deal of temporary shelter housing.  The Plan emphasizes moving the homeless quickly into permanent housing where they can resume stable and productive lives.

4. Measure outcomes and demand demonstrable success.  A critical element of the Plan is its insistence that we accurately measure a comprehensive list of outcomes and achievements.  Funding and support will be provided to programs that can demonstrate success in moving (and keeping) people in permanent stable housing– which will make the whole system more effective and economical.

D. SCA supports the following recommendations regarding JRC State Legislative priorities:

1. Housing Trust Fund:  Maintain the existing State Housing Trust Fund (HTF) appropriation of $100 million for the 2005-2006 Biennium.  The Housing Trust Fund supports rental, ownership, transitional and special needs housing and is a critical source of leveraged funds for King County and the Consortium.  All of our Consortium’s housing projects depend on funds leveraged from the State; Consortium funding by itself is insufficient. 

2. Homeless Families Serviced Funds; Support full funding in the amount of $15 million for the Washington Families Fund (WFF).  WFF provides long-term (10 year) grants for case management and other services to homeless families in supportive housing.  WFF is a private-public partnership: each dollar of state funding is matched with at least one dollar in funding from private foundations.

3. Violations of the Manufactured Mobile Home Landlord-Tenant Act:  Support legislation to put regulatory teeth in the Mobile Home Landlord Tenant Act.  Substantial progress on this issue was achieved last session with legislation to fund the investigation and evaluation of complaints through the State Department of Community, Trade and Economic Development.  This information will be used in the coming session to support the need for additional regulatory controls and penalties.

4. Transitional Housing Operating and Rental Assistance (THOR) Program:  Maintain the existing level of funding for this important program which King County, with input from cities’ staff, administers on behalf of the region.  The program provides rental assistance t previously homeless families and operating funds for family transitional housing.
