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	Welcome and Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 4:06 pm at Renton City Hall by President John Wise.  Board Members present:  Dave Hutchinson, Kathy Keolker, Pete Lewis, Terry Anderson, Ken Hearing, John Wise and Ava Frisinger.   Staff:  Karen Goroski and Alice Neiffer

 Executive Committee Minutes

 Executive Director’s report
There were no President’s or City Manager’s reports.

The Financial Year 2006 Closing Report was removed from the consent agenda for discussion.  Karen explained a discrepancy on the tax calculations regarding the 2006 staff medical benefit reimbursements.  There appears to be an overpayment totally approximately $1500 over the last 18 months.  This will not change the 2006 closing report because any corrections will be made in financial year 2007.  Karen asked for the authority for SCA to absorb that overpayment into the 2007 budget.  The corrections to the calculations will be in place by months end. 
To approve the Financial Year 2006 Closing Report.

To have SCA absorb any overpayment in staff medical benefit reimbursements made in 2006 into the 2007 budget.

Karen went on to explain that the only formal SCA financial audit happened in approximately 1996.  She suggested that provisions for an audit of Financial Year 2007 be made in the 2008 budget and a Board policy be written to require an audit every three years with financial reviews in the other years.  There was consensus agreement to this plan.
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	Staff Recommendations:

 SCA Bylaws provide for SCA Regional Affiliate Membership.
To approve the staff recommendation that SCA begin recruiting qualifying affiliate members in Snohomish County based upon the benefits and fees outlined in the Statement of Affiliate Membership Benefits and Dues and permitting the cities in Snohomish County to determine the level of SCA benefits they will receive by the level of dues they wish to pay as a group of cities in that county.

Bothell as a member city in King County stretches into Snohomish County.  Their potential dues assessment was discussed.  The city would continue to pay the per capita assessment for their King County residents and will be assessed at the level the cities select for Snohomish County membership for that portion of Bothell in Snohomish County.  The same will apply to those SCA member cities straddling the Pierce County border when that recruitment begins.
· Status of the networking dinner for August 15, 2007.
To cancel the scheduled August 15 networking dinner.

· The King County Council has adopted Ordinance 15862 which adopts financial policies for emergency medical services and creates a medical services task force. SCA is named in the ordinance as appointing four representatives from cities with populations less than 50,000 in a manner representing geographic distribution in King County.
That SCA assumes the responsibility for appointing four representatives from the SCA membership from cities with populations of less than 50,000 to the newly formed advisory task force for emergency medical services as outlined in Ordinance 15862. 
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	Committee Reports
· Public Issues Committee

The Charter Review Task Force, a subcommittee of PIC chaired by Sonny Putter has been meeting to discuss recommendations from SCA to the county Charter Review Commission (CRC) and moving those recommendations through the PIC.  During June and July PIC discussed the recommendations and moved the following:  
To recommend to the King County Charter Review Commission that:
a. The Metropolitan King County Council positions be changed from partisan to non-partisan.  
b. The charter review process be amended so that the recommendations of the commission must be submitted to the voters as drafted by the commission.  This new provision will strengthen the role of the charter review commission.  It will guarantee that the work of the commission will be reviewed by the voters
c. Citizens be permitted to amend the charter through the citizen initiative process by means of a super majority vote.  This option creates a more responsive government which allows the public to submit charter amendments to the voters through the initiative process.
d. Regional Committees shall select their chair from among their membership
e. Each regional committee shall have final authority over their yearly work plan.

To refer the following PIC recommendations back to the Charter Review Task Force for language clarification:

a. Separate the county regional budget from the local service budget.  Currently, there is confusion and frustration generated by the complex revenue and expenditure stream.  Adding language which separates the regional from local budgets would empower citizens to understand the county government and assure that past conflicts with local municipal governments would be reduced.
b. Eliminate regional committee dual referrals.

To refer the following PIC recommendation back to the Charter Review Task Force for deletion:

a. Add budget authority over the enterprise funds of transit and water quality to the respective Regional Committee’s scope of work
Cities are the proper provider of urban services and planning for urban growth within their boundaries. SCA therefore urges King County to enter into negotiations with all cities that have “donut” holes – urban or rural – and work toward quick annexation of these anomalies.  As the Maple Valley “donut hole” is rural today, another urban island should not be created.  SCA urges King County to negotiate with Maple Valley to ensure that annexation of the donut hole occurs as soon as possible upon urban designation and that permitting of any development of this property occurs under city jurisdiction.

· While waiting for a quorum to arrive, Karen gave an update on the Charter Review Task Force.  PIC chair Mary-Alyce Burleigh appointed the task force to review and recommend King County Charter revisions.  The recommendations are discussed at PIC and sent on for approval to the Board.  Gary Long is the SCA representative to the Charter Review Commission (CRC).  The CRC has been collecting suggestions from many sources and will decide on September 25th which issues will be pursued.  Because the Board must approve the issues to be presented to CRC at the September 19th SCA Board meeting, a list of potential items for PIC consideration was given to the Board for review.
