	Selection of an SCA Representative to the Jail Administration Group
Karen explained that with Bob Olander’s resignation a voting seat opened on the JAG.  SCA is responsible for selecting three representatives, and three alternates.  Auburn, as the largest user, appoints their own representative with SCA.  Late clarification from the JAG staff is that SCA also appoints alternates to cover those three seats.  Using the SCA process of appointment, a call for nominations was sent, four qualified staff names were received.  The nominees were Marilynne Beard, Assistant City Manager, Kirkland; Jennefer Henson, Court Clerk, Des Moines; Julie Modrzejewski, Assistant City Manager, Shoreline; and, Dennis Peterson, Chief of Police, Lake Forest Park.  With the clarification regarding alternates, the Board discussed the placement of the nominees.

To appoint Marilynne Beard to the voting seat and further appoint Jennefer Henson, Julie Modrzejewski, and Dennis Peterson as alternates to the Jail Administration Group.

	Committee Reports
· Education Committee – Karen began the report by pointing out the high energy and enthusiasm on the Education Committee.  The Committee continues to talk about to correlation of youth and cities as a topic for the education seminar.  They agree that using the Mercer Island Community Center is most desirable.  The center is only available one Saturday in early August or late in the fall.  The committee recommends waiting until after elections and holding the seminar in the first quarter of 2008.
That the SCA Work Plan be amended by rescheduling the educational offering for 2007 to the first quarter of 2008.

Public Issues Committee – Mary-Alyce Burleigh reported that there is no lack of material for PIC.  She explained that all motions for confirmation by the Board have been handled by the Executive Committee to provide timely responses on issues.  The Minutes of the April 18 and May 9 Executive Committee are Attachment 1 to these minutes. 
· Revenue Committee - Pete Lewis reported on the recommendations for Board consideration.  Attachment 1 to these minutes consists of the Draft Benefits of SCA Regional Affiliate Membership and the Benefits of Regional Associate Membership pages.  Pete pointed out an error on Diamond level Regional Associate Membership says “$5000 and above” and should read “to $5000”.  

a) Recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA begin recruiting qualifying affiliate members in Snohomish County based upon the benefits and fees outlined in the Statement of Affiliate Membership Benefits and Dues.

To table this recommendation to the next meeting allowing time to discuss and set dues levels as well as time for conversations with Snohomish County cities.  
b) Recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that SCA begin recruiting qualifying associate members based upon the benefits and fees outlined in the Statement of Associate Membership Benefits and Dues.

Pete discussed the dues and sponsorship levels.  Dues will be $1000 with an additional sponsorship fee based on levels for events.  Discussing the sponsorship levels and the difficulty of increasing amounts as the organization grows, Michele Petitti suggested as the opportunities change then the prices can change.  No business can be a sponsor unless they are first members.  Karen challenged the Board to be the first to bring in an associate member.  Staff will develop a marketing letter.  The possibility of requests for Associate Memberships coming from undesirable businesses or organizations and the potential for screening was discussed.  Karen read a reference from the Bylaws under 3.1.2 Regional Associate Membership that clarifies the selection criteria: “Application for membership must be approved by the Association’s Board of Directors.”  
That SCA begin recruiting qualifying associate members based upon the benefits and fees outlined in the Statement of Associate Membership Benefits and Dues.
c) Recommend to the SCA Board of Directors that the issue of non-dues revenue be reconsidered for the SCA 2008 Work Plan
That the issue of non-dues revenue be reconsidered for the 2008 Work Plan.

Proposed Solid Waste Rate Increase

The proposed basic tip fee of $95.00 per ton for 2008 through 2010 is driven by inflation, the debt service needed to fund capital projects and a desire for the financial stability of a three-year rate.  The Solid Waste Division has not had a rate increase since 1999 and despite implementing operating efficiencies, costs and inflationary pressures have caught up and capital investment is necessary at this time.  SCA supports the proposed increase in the tip fee for Solid Waste from $82.50 to $95.00.
Proposed Park Levies

MSP
1. Regarding the proposed ballot measure that would authorize King County to levy an 
additional property tax of five cents for a period of six years for operating and capital support for current County regional parks and trails:

SCA should continue to work with the King County Executive and the King County council toward placing a ballot measure for King County Parks  to renew, restore and preserve the parks in King County for the August 21st Primary Ballot for a 6 year period. Such action by the county must include a commitment for a plan for permanent funding for maintenance of the King County parks.

2. Regarding the proposed ballot measure that would authorize King County to levy an additional
property tax of five cents for a period of six years for expansion of open space and trails:

a) SCA does not support the proposed the 5 cent levy to expand park and recreation opportunities in its current form.

b) SCA does not support this levy until a plan to provide permanent funding to sufficiently maintain parks is adopted

c) SCA wishes to work with the King County Executive and the King County Council on issues related to this levy
