	· Welcome, Roll Call and Introduction of Guests
PIC Chair, Mary-Alyce Burleigh, called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  21 cities were represented.  (Attachment 1 to these minutes)  Guests were welcomed and introduced.  Guests included Brian Felczak, Kent, Lisa Clausen, Burien, Manny Ocampo, Bothell, Sam Downing and Matt Gusparich of King County.  Jean Garber, Eric Faison and Roger Thordarson were present to give reports.

	· Approval of Minutes
To approve the minutes of the Sept 12, 2007 PIC meeting.

	· Potential Action Items

1. Subarea Boundaries
John Wise asked to table the motion of support regarding the move of Lake Forest Park from the West to the East Subarea pending a complete review of Subarea Boundaries and the Metro Transit allocation of 40-40-20; in addition current and future County reallocation of cities to subareas must include consultation and agreement by the affected city and the subarea impacted.  As chair of South County Area Transportation Board ( SCATbd), there has not been time for that group’s technical advisory committee to review the issue but they plan to meet on October 16th and will review the issue at that time.  
To table the Subarea Boundary motion.  The vote was 15 in favor and 4 against the motion.
2. Flood Control Zone Advisory Committee Recommendations
A motion was made and seconded to recommend to the SCA Board that SCA support recommendations from the King County Flood Control Zone District advisory Committee.  After discussion the motion failed to obtain the necessary 2/3 vote.  There were 11 yes votes, 7 opposed and 3 abstentions.  
3. Sound Transit/RTID Proposition #1, Regional Roads and Transit System
A motion was made and seconded to recommend to the SCA Board that SCA support the Roads and Transit Plan being submitted to voters on November 6, 2007.  After discussion, a roll call vote was requested, hearing no objections to that request, the results were as follows:

Abstain – 9 Algona, Bothell, Clyde Hill, Des Moines, Kirkland, Lake Forest Park, Mercer Island, North Bend, Redmond.  The motion failed to obtain the necessary 2/3 vote.

	
	· Presentations/Updates

1. Update on the Regional Housing Study Working Group
Eric Faison summarized the status of the Housing Work Group convened by the Prosperity Partnership.  The group met on 9/24 to discuss the final report.  A revised draft is pending.  Recommendations in the report include pursuing state legislation to 1) create a Growth Management Infrastructure Account or reprogram new funds to support successful efforts to accommodate housing and affordable housing, and 2) wave the state portion of the sales tax for affordable housing projects.  Other follow up committees will deal with education and outreach to local governments as well as researching additional topics for potential future action by Prosperity Partnership.  Staff will continue to track and provide information to PIC as needed.

2. Update on Buildable Lands Report and Housing Survey Summary
Michael Hubner gave a status report on the completion of the 2007 Buildable Lands Report.  Thanks to all cities for their hard work.  Overarching finding is that all cities are successfully accommodating their growth targets at this time.  However, Michael stressed that the findings also indicate that cities will face additional challenges in the coming years in planning for growth above and beyond the targets and in providing for affordable housing options. CTED submits an "effectiveness report" on BL in the coming months and attention in Olympia will turn to proposed legislation in this area. Staff will continue to track and work with AWC.

3. Update on Regional Emergency Management Services (EMAC)
Brian Felczak one of SCA’s representatives on EMAC reported on the five current issues facing EMAC.  To keep his report short, Brian talked about the Omnibus Legal & Financial Agreement of the Regional Disaster Plan and how it comes into play in times of disaster as jurisdictions need to act as independent contractors to lend equipment, supplies and services.  He also briefly covered the committee’s accomplishments and future issues.  The outline of his full report, including legislation that impacts SCA is Attachment 2 to these minutes.
4. King Conservation District Advisory Committee
Steve Mullet was unable to attend and provided a written report.
The King Conservation District Advisory Board met last Thursday, October 4th.  This was our third meeting and was devoted primarily to discussions from cities about working relationships with KCD (type of projects and what works well and would or could work better).  Nimble and adaptable got high marks.  There were several comments about how much smoother relationships were now that KCD had more staff.

The last part of the meeting was spent trying to organize some subcommittees to work on specific issues such as Adaptive Management/Monitoring; Strengthening the Urban/Rural Interface and Support; and Statement of Purpose and Operating Principles.

Overall I think the animosity level is dropping and members are starting to think about issues and solutions

5. Transit Oriented Development (RTC)
Roger Thordarson reported that Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) comes from Policy 3.1.5 of the Transit Comprehensive Plan for the Regional Transit Committee.  The original TOD reads: Work to maximize development opportunities at transit facilities and within a reasonable walking distance of one-quarter mile of such facilities and shall generally pursue public-private development opportunities that will increase transit ridership due to greater and more affordable housing density or other high density development near transit facilities.  Transit-oriented development promotes waking and transit use to combat sprawl, improve air quality and reduce greenhouse gas emissions, and build healthier communities.  The staff offered alternative language, but it appears that the original TOD language will be adopted at RTC on October 17th.

1. Reports

Small Cities Subcommittee.
Katrina Asay reported that Luan Johnson spoke on a county program called Map Your Neighborhood, which builds and strengthens disaster readiness among neighbors.  In a critical first hour, a neighborhood can be sure that elderly, infirm or children at home alone are safe.
Executive Director’s Report. 

Karen said that the King Conservation District is the first to respond with interest in an associate membership.  The call for nominations for regional appointments has been extended to October 31st. Appointment recommendations are based on interest, geographic distribution and city size, among other considerations.

Emergency Management Advisory Committee (EMAC)

Suburban Cities Association - PIC

Topic One: The Omnibus Legal & Financial Agreement of the Regional Disaster Plan

The Agreement does NOT;

· Super cede any existing mutual aid agreements.

· Create an Association, joint venture, or partnership among organizations.

· Create any right or duties to any third party.

It treats neighboring and not so neighboring jurisdictions as independent contractors to lend equipment, supplies, and services to a borrowing jurisdiction.

THE BORROWER SHALL RE-IMBURSE THE LENDER FOR:

· Equipment – the use of equipment such as construction equipment, road barricades, vehicles, tool, etc. at the lender rate. If no rate is established at the hourly rate set forth in an industry standard publication – or, as agreed upon.

· Supplies – Actual replacement costs plus handling charges for partially consumed or non-returnable materials used.

· Personnel – Full cost of wages, call back or overtime costs, benefits consistent with union contracts. Costs to feed and house if necessary.

· The Borrower provides indemnification to the fullest extent to the lender. Exceptions include acts of bad faith or beyond the scope of duties performance.

THE LENDER:

· Shall be totally responsible employer for paying wages, taxes, assessments fees premiums, withholdings, workers’ compensations and benefits with respect to its own employees.

· Shall be reimbursed by the Borrower within 60 days of receipt of the lender’s invoice.
· If a dispute arises both parties agree to seek mediation and arbitration.

· HB 1223/SB5505 ~ State Regional CBRNE Teams

· Creation & maintenance of hazmat teams throughout the state.

· HB 1347 ~ Long Term Care Facilities

· Adds emergency response plans for long term care facilities licensed under RCW 18.51, 18.29, 70.128

· HB 1841 ~ Emergency back-up generation requirements

· By July 1, 2009 for motor fuel retailers, water distribution and grocery stores to have back up power.

· HB 2370/SB5296 ~ Emergency Assistance Account

· Surcharge on property insurance to support local EM agencies

· HB 1979/SB 5097 ~ Safe Schools

· School districts to implement safe school planning, mapping, and exercises.

Topic Three: SCA Schedule of Work

· Continuity of Operations ~ Continuity of Government

· University of Maryland 3 day course offered in March, 2007

· Identification of government leadership and critical functions that must continue when X disaster strikes. 

· Public Education / Citizen Preparedness

· $1.5 Million spent on education projects over the last three years.

· 3 Days, 3 Ways – Literature in 14 languages, Buses, Mariner Game display booth/giveaways.

· Research shows that citizen awareness of the campaign rose 13% in 2005 to over 40% in 2007.

· Citizen Corps ~ CERT programs have tripled over the last year. Bulk buy provides citizens with basic equipment.

Topic Four: Homeland Security Grant Funding

· Funding is decreasing and requirements are increasing

’04 - $5.4 M

’05 - $4.2 M

’06 - $2.9 M

’07 - $2.2 M only half of the projects will be accomplished.
